Udavan Shaling Fellowships wete conceived to
bring dignity and self-reliance to the lives of the disadvantaged girl child. By providing financial assistance and unigque mentoring
support to girls from socio-economic weaker sections, these Fellowships aim to equip its Fellows with the ability to play a positive
role in society.

Tlus programme, which focuses on Education and Personality Development of its recipients. was launched in Delhi, Knruleshetra
and West Bengal in the vear 2002, 2004 and 2007 respectively. In 2008, it has been extended to Delwadun and Auvrangabad.

ITS UNIQUE FEATURES:

It 15 not just a scholarslup for education: it is an Education and Personality Development Programme.

The Fellows are screened on a set of parameters which in short 15 called NAT. which stands for NEED, AMEBITTON & TALENT.

The Fellows are encouraged to pursue academic as well as vocational studies.

The Fellowship is a unique system of mentoring, where semior educationists commit their time and efforts to mentor and greom

the Fellows.

o The Fellowship Programme inculeates social awareness among the Felleaws through compulsery expesure to social work fora
prescribed number of hours during their Fellowshap tenure.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

1. Any female Indian citizen who i3 pursuing her education in Delhi Kumileshetra, Kolkata and suburbs, Dehradun and Anrangabad.

2. She should be either in class XT or in the first vear of any course or vocation in a government school of in a college/instittion
recogmzed by the State/ Central Boards for Education or Techmical Board that grants recogmition’ affiliation.

3. She zhould have obtained 60% marks in the last examunation passed by her if she applies for Fellowship for pursuing an

academic course and should have obtained 55% marks in the last examination passed by her if she applies for Fellowship for

pursuing a vocational course.

She should have obtained admission to the desired school/college’ University/institute, prior to seeling Fellowship.

The total income of the family members! guardian should not exceed Bs 26,000/~ per annnam.

Although the applicants are asssssed on all the threo parametars, l.e. HAT (Meed, Ambdtion and Talent), the
maximm weightage i= given to the NEED.

SELECTION PROCESS:

e AnApplication has to be made on the preseribed form. The last date for receipt of the form is 31 July. The Application forms
can be collected from Udayan Care office or downloaded from Udayan Care website (www.udayancare.org) from 1 July
onwards.

All applications shall be screened on NAT Parameters.

The short-listed candidates shall be called for a written test by the Selection Committee

Those whe gqualify the written test shall be interviewed along with thedr parents/guardian.

Home visit of candidates shall be undertalcen by a member of the selection committee or by a representative of Udayan Care
before the final selection process.

o Those selected shall be ealled for induction and crientation
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FELLOWSHIP AMOUNT AND PERIOD OF PAYMENT:

The Fellowship amount includes only the monthly scholarship, directly given to the fellow.

O Semior Secondary School Rs 7000/- per vear in four instalments

O Vocational Edueational & Diploma Courses Bs. 7500/ per year in four instalments

O College Education Rs. 9000/- per vear in four instalments

O Higher Education like Medicine, Engineering. C.A etc. Bs 18, 000/~ per year in four instalments

The Board periodically reviews these requirements and makes changes if and when required and its deeision is final and

abiding.

The short listed girls will be called for a written test based on general knowledge & awareness.

If the beneficiary or family member misuses’ nusappropriates the whole or any part of the aid. For example. the amount is spent
on a puspose other than where it should be spent.

3. Ifthe parents or guardians at any point of time in fisture become financially capable of supporting their danghter‘beneficiary.

4. If in the opinion of committee, the beneficiary fails in any of the three parameters. 1.e Need, Ambition. Talent at the time of
vearly evaluation
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If the beneficiary is found fo be engaged in any activity contrary to the aims and the objectives of the organization.
6. The Fellowship will be considered to have been completed at the end of the final year of education/vocational study.

7. Incase of a Fellow changing her cowrse of study in between her Fellowship for the said course shall be terminated. (She will
have to fill up readmission form along with an application for her reasons for changing the course. The Committee’s decision on
this would be final).

8. Ifthe Trustees decide to discontinue or stop the said Fellowship for any beneficiary, or otherwise stop the entire scheme by the
resolution of the Trustees, or in respect of any individual beneficiasy, the Fellowship shall stand terminated or considered
ineffective forthwith.

9. If a Fellow fails to devote 50 hours per vear toward social work.
10. If a Fellow is not in regular contact with the mentor assigned to her.

Appeal

The person, whose Fellowslup is withdrawn, for any reasen may file a representation to the Managing Trustee and the same shall be
considered by the Conumnittee. The Committee’s decision however, would be final

Opportunity

1. If a Fellow 13 desirons of recetving scholarship for yet another course after completing one course. she nead not reappear for
NAT. However, she has to fill up readmission form after takiing adnyssion into the other course and fulfill all other criteria. The
Zap permifted between two courses should not exceed two vears.

2. IfaFellow discontinues her course due to severe health conditions or family situations, she may be given another chance if the
Committee grves its approval.
